1. Connect the black fixture lead to the (+) LINE supply lead.
2. Connect the white fixture lead to the (-) COMMON supply lead.
3. Connect the GROUND wire from fixture to supply ground. 
Do NOT connect the GROUND of the dimming fixture to the output.
4. Connect the violet fixture lead to the (V+) Dim lead if needed.
5. Connect the pink fixture lead to the (V-) Dim lead. if needed

INSTALLATION STEPS
1.  Use a 3/32 hexagon wrench to detach the mounting plate from the fixture by unscrewing halfway the 2 side retaining 
     screws, until the mounting plate is loose. (Figure 1)
2. Use mounting screws (not provided) to fix mounting plate to the J-box (not provided). Note the screw hanging hooks 
    should be facing out once installed. (Figure 2)
3. Use a 3/32 hexagon wrench to loose the side hex screws and adjust luminaire head upward to 90 degrees. (Figure 3).
4. Open the driver box by unscrewing the top part of the driver box. (Figure 3).
5. Pull out the power supply wires (L black, N White), grounding wire (G Green), and dimming wires (purple and gray) 
    (if needed), by breaking through the 5 holes wire gasket. (Figure 4)
6. Select the desired CCT by using the sliding switch according to project needs. (Figure 4)
7. Hang the luminaire on the mounting hooks and check the internal bubble level to verify that the fixture is plumb and 
    level. (Figure 4) 
8. Close and secure the driver box, by screwing back the driver box screws. Adjust back the luminaire head to downward 
    position. (Figure 3)
9. Using the 2 top back hanging screws of the fixture, temporarily hang the fixture on the bottom hooks of the mounting 
    plate to safely make appropriate electrical connections by following the wiring diagram, use electrical connectors. 
    Carefully tuck all the wires and connectors into the J-box. (Figure 5).
10. Pull up and detach the fixture. Position it to the mounting plate using all the back top, bottom and side hanging screws 
      into the appropriate hooks of the mounting plate (top to top, bottom to bottom, side to side). Secure the fixture by 
      tightening the two side retaining screws. (Figure 6).
11. Applying silicone caulk around the perimeter of the driver box where it meets the wall to ensure a water-tight seal. 
      Finally adjust the fixture head angle according to project needs and secure it by locking the side hex screw and 
      installation is complete. (figure 7).

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MICROWAVE DIMMING SENSOR SETTING (MC079D RC2)

Detection area
Detection area can be reduced by selecting the combination on the remote controller to fit precisely each application.

Default Setting: 100%
Optional Setting: 100%/75%/50%/25%

Optional Setting: 0S/10S/1min/3min/5min/10min/30min/+∞

Optional Setting: 5lux/15lux/30lux/50lux/100lux/150lux/Disable

Optional Setting: 10%/20%/30%/50%

Optional Setting: 5S/30S/1min/3min/5min/10min/20min/30min

Hold time
Refers to the time period the lamp remains at 100% illumination after no motion detected.

Default Setting: 5min

Sensor data can be precisely set for each specific application by a remote controller which need to be bought separately.

Stand-by period
Refers to the time period the lamp remains at a low light level before it completely switches off in the long absence 
of people. When set to “ +∞”mode, the low light is maintained until motion is detected.

Notes: If just need ON/OFF function, please set the stand-by period in “0S” mode by the remote controller.

Daylight sensor
The sensor can be set to only allow the lamp to illuminate below a defined ambient brightness threshold. When set 
to Disable mode, the daylight sensor will switch on the lamp when motion is detected regardless of ambient light level. 
50lux, 30lux: twilight operation, 10lux, 5lux: darkness operation only. Note that daylight sensor is active only when lamp 
totally switches off.

Stand-by dimming level
The low light level you would like to have after the hold time in the long absence of people.
